DeRussy beach cleanup, begin at 9 a.m. and continue to 2 p.m.  Free Earth Day trolley rides to several Ala Wai Watershed Earth Day activity sites, including the Waikiki Aquarium for a fish stocking event, is available from the turnaround in front of the U.S. Army Museum from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. 


Earth Day in Honolulu is held each year to increase awareness and broaden the base of support for ongoing education, efforts to build partnerships and grassroots involvement to cleanup the Ala Wai watershed year round.  Earth Day itself was established March 21, 1970 as an annual event to deepen reverence and care for life on our planet.
