Brig. Gen. Coral Won Pietsch recognizes women in the military—Women’s History Month
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FORT SHAFTER, Hawaii -- The first Asian-American woman general in the U.S. Army and the first woman general officer in the 230-year history of the U.S. Judge Advocates General Corps told employees of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Pacific Ocean Division that a substantial number of the military participating in the war in Iraq and Afghanistan are women.  That, according to Brig. Gen. Coral Wong Pietsch, is a change.
As the keynote speaker for Women’s History Month, Brig. Gen. Pietsch said, “Something is happening that has not happened before in our history.  For the first time in American history, a substantial number of American military participating in this war are women…”

Brig. Gen. Pietsch is chief judge (Individual Mobilization Augmentee) and commander, Judicial Defense Services Unit, U.S. Army Reserve.  As a civilian, Pietsch is the Chief, Civil Law Division, U.S. Army Pacific at Fort Shafter.
“My purpose here is not to idealize women or to dismiss and trivialize who women are and what they accomplish and what they can do.” Pietsch said.  “Women feel that they have as much as right and an obligation as their brothers to serve this Nation.”
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
